The Zip line has
ten cables some of which are suspended up to 25 meters above the ground and more than 400 meters long. Once
finished , we can enjoy some of its attractions, such as the Serpentarium, butterfly farm, monkeys and souvenir shop
where you can buy t-shirts, wooden handicrafts.

At the end of the zip line tour, there is the option to visit the Monkey Sanctuary and petting zoo. The sanctuary provides
a safe haven for orphaned baby monkeys that cannot survive in the wild. They rescue and reunite to connect with
animals in need. They rehabilitate monkeys and other animals, such as sheep, horses and a bull, in their petting zoo. The
sanctuary provides a permanent community for these animals and is a must-see for anyone looking for an exhilarating
experience and the opportunity to connect with animals in need.
